ANNOUNCEMENT FOR PUBLICATION IN THE INDONESIAN JOURNAL OF DENTISTRY


The Indonesian Journal of Dentistry is planning to convert its future editions into a full English-based journal and therefore it is paramount for writers to comply with some of the changes laid out by the editors. We do expect that, in future editions, all manuscripts (including Abstracts) should be submitted in proper English. 

Guidelines for Authors

The Indonesian Journal of Dentistry (IJD) is a peer-reviewed journal being published three times a year. IJD accepts original manuscripts that has previously been unpublished nor being under consideration by other journal in the fields of dentistry, relevant medical or health care sciences as well as basic medical or dental sciences. The delivery of the manuscripts to IJD is also a form of the writer’s agreement that the IJD has the copyright upon the published manuscript.

Submission of Manuscripts

The manuscript is to be written ONLY in English and typed in double spacing on A4-sized paper with a good quality print using Times New Roman font (12pt). The main author (corresponding author) should be responsible for the submission of the manuscript with the permission of co-authors who should have reviewed and approved the final version of the manuscript. To allow better communication with IJD, it is also mandatory to list a corresponding email of the main author. All submitted manuscripts should strictly follow the guidelines of this journal as stated below. Any manuscript that does not conform to the format will be returned to the author before any reviewing process can begin. When the peer-reviewing procedure is concluded, the Editor-in-Chief will write to the author formally to inform the final decision. The decision might fall between the following categories: Accepted without any revision, Accepted with minor revision (normally concerns with editorial or writing style differences), Accepted with major revision (providing all revisions are undertaken) and Denied.

The manuscript is to be sent in three hard copies (one original manuscript and two copies, including tables and pictures printed separately from the main manuscript) and one soft copy (to be sent via e-mail or compact disc) to the editor of the IJD, to the following address: Redaksi Indonesian Journal of Dentistry, d/a Fakultas Kedokteran Gigi UI, Jalan Salemba Raya No. 4, Jakarta 10430. Format of Manuscripts

IJD accepts manuscripts in the form of Original Article (Research), Case Report and Review Article (Literature Review). 

Abstracts


A submitted manuscript should contain an abstract to be written in English. The abstract should be clear and concise to represent the core of the manuscript (maximum 250 words). We therefore suggest that an abstract should be laid out and contain the following subtitles: Objectives, Design and setting (if available), Materials and Methods, Results and Conclusions. A brief and clear description of relevant key words should also be written at the bottom left of the abstract and be written in italics
Original Article Manuscript

The format of an Original Article manuscript should include the following subtitles, clearly written in bold: Abstract, Introduction, Aims and Objectives, Materials and Methods, Results, Discussion, Conclusion (and Suggestions for future research, if available), Acknowledgements (if available), and References. Any possible conflict of interest in reference to funding from company (-ies) sponsoring the research should be clearly acknowledged at the end of the manuscript. 
Case Report 

Case Report tends to focus on topics that are rarely found or unique, on new methods of diagnosis, or on the most recent treatment methods. The manuscript should contain the following subtitles written in bold: Introduction, Objectives, Case Report (this part should include History, Diagnosis, Evaluation of adjunct assessment – xrays, lab, etc., Aetiology, Aims of Treatment, Treatment Progress), Discussion and Conclusion.
Review Article Manuscript

Review Article is an analytical descriptive article upon a certain topic that is completed with adequate and most recent citations. The manuscript should contain the following subtitles, clearly written in bold: Background (Introduction), Objectives, Literature reviews, Discussion and Conclusions.
Bearing in mind that priority would be given to research or case report base articles, only a small proportion would be given to review article type. Authors should ensure that the review article submitted is of high quality nature supported with broad discussion on the relevant subject as well as well referenced (at least 50 reference papers).
Title Cover

Each manuscript submitted should also include a title cover. The title cover has to include 1) the title of the article (should be brief and concise), 2) an opening title, 3) the full name of every author, 4) the name and address of the institution the authors work in, and 5) the full address for correspondence (including phone number and e-mail address).

Ethical Clearance (Approval)
If the research was undertaken using human or experimental animals, the type of informed consent and/or ethical clearance should be clearly stated in the Materials and Methods of the manuscript.
References

It is the obligation of the author to ensure that all references used are accurate and correct and conforms to the style preferred by the IJD. Please also bear in mind that any form of plagiarism is not acceptable and will be dealt with utmost importance. If any form of plagiarism is found, it may affect the acceptance decision be withdrawn and/or will be reported to the relevant bodies. All authors will be considered responsible for this matter.

Vancouver style of referencing is the preferred one to be used throughout the journal. Any other referencing style would be returned to writers for revision. Please read the following guidelines:

1. The citations in the text should be given as superscripts using Arabic numerals, and in the order of appearance in the manuscript (Vancouver Style).  The references at the end of the manuscript should list the cited references in this order. For example:
a. Citation from a journal: The components that should be mentioned in writing the references from a journal are author(s)’ name(s), the title of the article, the name of the magazine, the year it was published, which volume, number, and pages. The name of the journal is written in italics. Abbreviation of the journal’s name should be in accordance with the list of formal abbreviations from the Index Medicus or Index to Dental Literature. For example:

   Kido A, Kimura Y, Oya M. Transfering Subtyping in Dental Pulp. J Forens Sci 1993; 38(5): 1063-7.

b. Citation from a book:

i. Book without editors. The components that must be inserted in the writing of the references are the name of the authors, the title of the article, the title of the book, edition, the place (city) it was published, the name of the publisher, the year it was published, and page. The title of the book should be typed in italic. For example:

Seltzer S, Blender L. The Dental Pulp. 2nd ed. Phila-delphia: JB Lippincot, 1975: 132-5.

ii. Book with editors. The components that must be inserted in the writing of the references are the name of the authors, the title of the article, editors’ names, the title of the book, edition, the place (city) it was published, the name of the publisher, the year it was published and page. For example: Hargreaves KM. Pain Mechanism of the Pulpodentin Complex. In: Hargreaves KM, Goodies HE, editors. Seltzer and Bender’s Dental Pulp. Chicago: Quintessence Book, 2002: 181-200.

c. Citation from a dissertation/thesis: The components that must be inserted are authors, title of dissertation/thesis, the word dissertation/thesis in parentheses, the place (city) of the study, the institution, year. For example:


Siregar F. Studi Biologik Efek Getah Jatropha curcas (Euphoriaceae) terhadap gigi dan jaringan periapeks. [Disertasi]. Jakarta: Fakultas Kedokteran Gigi Universitas Indonesia. 2000.

d. Citation from a translated book: The components that must be inserted are the names of the authors, the title of the article, the name of the editor, the translated title, the interpreter, the city it was published in, the name of the publishing house, year, and page. For example:


Holland GR. Diagnosis Banding Nyeri Orofasial. Dalam: Walton RE, Torabijenad M. Prinsip dan Praktik Ilmu Endodonsia, Sumawinata N (penerjemah), Jakarta: EGC, 1998:643-5.

e. Citation from an organization/institution: The components that must be inserted are the name of the authors (either individually or the department within the organization/institution; if there is none, it should be written anonymous), the title of the article, the place of the organization/institution, the name of organization/ institution, year. For example:

i. Tim Penyusun Program Terpadu KB. Pedoman Pelaksanaan Keterpaduan Keluarga Berencana – Kesehatan untuk DATI II dan Kecamatan. Jakarta: Departemen Kesehatan R.I., 1995

ii. Anonim. Basic Information on Population and Family Planning Program. Jakarta: National Family Planning Coordinating Board, 1982.

f. Citation from the internet: This kind of citation should include the time of access and origin in the internet address.

2. Tables. Every table should be typed on a separate paper, given numbers in the order of appearance in the manuscript, and given a short title written using Times New Roman (10pt). Any details should be placed in footnotes. All presented tables should be clearly explained and related to the main manuscript.
3. Figures. Every figure has to be cited in the manuscript in the order of appearance and printed on a separate paper. The title and details of the figure should be positioned underneath each figure, written in Times New Roman (10pt). All figures should be clearly explained and related to the main manuscript and should be submitted on the soft copy with their original format (TIFF format – not JPEG format) of 300 dpi resolution.
